Brandon Quigley presented the proposed 3 lot subdivision. Proposed lot 46.-3 involves a
driveway crossing wetlands to access upland soils. The driveway would cross Hobbs Brook,
require the disturbance of 4,789 sq ft of wetland and 13,039 of wetland buffer. The slope to the
driveway going down to Hobbs Brook would be 10-12%. The driveway would be 12’ wide and
side slopes 3:1. At the Hobbs Brook crossing is very poorly drained soils. At the proposed
crossing would be two 36” culverts. The other wetland area is forested wetland. The Commission
discussed concerns: steep slope going down to brook, cutting of trees will increase flow, vernal
pools important for wildlife, degradation of wetlands, impact on wetland, impact on wildlife,
alteration of flow of water, concentrated flow of water, upstream beaver dam, potential flooding.
The Commission will draft a letter outlining concerns to be forwarded to the Zoning Board and
Planning Board. Zoning Board meeting is March 5™,

NHACC dues - The Commission discussed annual dues of $250.00 to New Hampshire
Association of Conservation Commissions. Syd made a motion and Andy seconded to pay from
the administrative fund.
